Title:  Education Intern  

 

Position Description:  The City of Gunnison Parks and Recreation Department is seeking a 

student intern to run the After School Program and the Summer Adventure Camp. 

 

Academic Requirements: Students will have the standing of Junior or Senior with a minimum 

grade point average of 2.000.  Appropriate fields of study are: Elementary Education or 

Recreation (others may be considered on a case-by-case basis). 

 

Technical Skills:   Organizational and planning skills required along with the ability to work 

with elementary aged youth. Good written and oral communications skills are a necessity. 

 

Application Requirements: Submit a letter of interest, résumé, City of Gunnison application 

(available at: http://www.cityofgunnison-co.gov/Finance/human_resources/job_app.pdf), and a 

proposal to address the specific position. The proposal should include the objective(s) to be 

accomplished by the end of the internship; how it will be accomplished; and how achievement of 

the objective(s) will be measured.

Credit Hours:  Internships will be considered as laboratory courses, so the expectation is that 

the intern will spend 1,800 minutes on the project for each credit earned. 

 

Salary:  $350 per credit hour up to 3 credits ($1,050), upon successful completion of the project, 

with a grade of “C” or better.
